SWIMMING AT TWO MOORS SUMMER 2022
We are preparing to open the swimming pool this summer and have reviewed our risk assessments and arrangements. Swimming is not only a good life skill for the future but also promotes healthy life styles and improved fitness which is vital to children as they grow and develop. Swimming also forms an important part of the PE curriculum.

Organisation

This year each class will have a weekly swimming session over the summer term and will swim in smaller groups of half a class at a time. Year 1 will have two shorter sessions each week. Over the first sessions their teachers will assess the children whilst they become familiar with the pool and routine of going swimming at school. We have a lot of buoyancy aids so you do not need to send any. Weather permitting (the air being warm enough) all classes from Year 1 to Year 6 will start swimming the week beginning 16th May. Reception will let you know when they will be starting. Nursery will not swim this year. 

A contribution to the cost

We are very fortunate to have spacious and varied grounds, including a swimming pool, but these areas also all bring costs to maintain and, in the case of the pool, to run. Although, unlike most schools, there is no transport cost for swimming, there are many hidden costs involved in running a pool. There is the maintenance of the pool, additional water, the heating of the water, the chemicals for the water and involvement of a specialist pool company at the start and end of the swimming season. In staffing costs there is the daily checking of the water at three points in the day, the need to maintain up to date staff training on teaching swimming and water safety and having enough staff at the pool for a session. The school receives no additional money because it has a pool but we are keen to keep the pool and make as much use of it as much as possible in the summer term.

With your contributions we have managed to continue to run the pool. If everyone makes a contribution it goes a long way towards the cost of running the pool but without sufficient contributions and with the constant pressures on school budgets, we will have to review our arrangements for subsequent years. This year we are asking for a contribution of £10 per child. Please can contributions be made by mid June. These can be paid on Parent Mail in full or in installments. 
Kit / Jewellery 
Please ensure your child’s swimming kit (trunks or a one piece costume) is clearly labelled. It would be helpful if swimming kit could be brought in a ‘bag for life’ style bag. Could you please provide your child with an adequately sized named towel and flipflops or similar to walk to and from the pool.  
Please ensure your child does not wear any jewellery on the days they swim.  If your child is thinking of getting their ears pierced in the near future it would be advisable to leave this until the summer holidays when the swimming season has finished.  Children wearing jewellery will not be allowed to swim.  If your child cannot take their own earrings in & out they should not wear them on that day.  Long hair has to be securely tied back for swimming sessions.  
Unless individual children suffer acutely from the effects of water chemicals, goggles should not be used. In the crowded environment of a small pool clashes of heads are possible and goggles can mist over causing a potential hazard. Parents/Guardians must send a permission letter to the teacher to allow the child to wear goggles during swimming lessons. These will only be permitted to be worn during teaching sessions. If there are any balls being used in the lesson then goggles should be removed.
Unable to swim
Children do not swim if they have a severe cold, ear trouble, skin infection or have  bumped their head that day. Foot infections, such as verruca, are to be protected by a sock. Plasters are not allowed in the pool.
